It's been race, after race, after race on our TV screensin
recent weeks, as the Olympic Games have been in full flight,
and will be again in a week's time for the Paralympics. That's
great, because, as Roy & HG remind us, in Australia foo much
sport is not nearly enough!

Paul in the Bible says that the Christian life is a race: “I have
fought the good fight, | have finished the race,...” (2Tim 4:7).

However, Paul defines the exact nature of that “fight” and
